Faith Matters

Vatican and bishops' conferences urged to
consider married priests.

Permission to ordain married men should be
widened, according to three bishops of England
and Wales who have spoken out following
reports that Pope Francis would like episcopal
conferences to make suggestions for reform.

According to the Bishops such a move would
enable the Church to make greater use of the
many gifts which married men could bring to
ordained ministry and it would certainly alleviate
some of the difficulties that result from the
present shortage of priests.

Married clergy are already in place in the
Ordinariate of Our Lady of Walsingham —the
group for ex-Anglicans — and “this faculty should
be extended to others in the Church.”
