Bubble Trouble! 

Hello everyone and welcome to Student Voiceõs look into the extraordinary  

adventurers of the daredevil Reza Baluchi.  

We hope you enjoy this piece we have written on the story for you. 

Reza Baluchi, age 42, who attempted to run more than 1000 miles from South America to the Bermuda in 

a huge, inflatable bubble; had to be rescued after he became lost in the Atlantic Ocean; unfortunately his 

inflatable bubble was not rescued along with him; he was extremely upset.  

Reza Baluchi's new attempt at breaking records was to cross the ocean between the USA and Bermuda (a 

distance of 1,662-kilometres / 1032.7miles)  in a Hydro Pod that the 40 year old man made himself.  This 

record breaking attempt was to raise money "for children in need" and "to é inspire those that have lost 

hope for a better future."  He had planned to live on protein bars and catch fish to eat. 

However, this isn't his first attempt at breaking crazy records, for example another one of his unbelievable 

attempts to break records was to run around the perimeter of the USA (6 months in 2007-2008, complet-

ed but uncredited) . He also went on a self-proclaimed 7 year bike trip (1996-2002) that he says took him 

to about 55 countries on six continents. He says that his message is to bring world peace and unity, but his 

attempts might be as crazy as his past. 

Before he arrived in America he went to a prison in Iran for anti-Islamic actions such as eating during 

Ramdan.  Reza served one and a half years for knowing counter revolutionaries and was punished by  

being hanged from a tree by his hands with handcuffs for carrying prohibited items. 

The determined daredevil was clutched out of the ocean by a US Coast Guard helicopter rescue team on 

Saturday morning just 70 miles into his trip after suffering from exhaustion. The rescue cost over £89,000!

Once Baluchi was safely on shore, he was told by a fisherman that his bubble would soon be pushed back, 

sadly he soon found out that getting his bubble was not possible, so his bubble is currently lost at sea! 

That news wasnõt the news he had expected, especially because his Green card (Visa), his Passport and his  

mobile phone are in the Pod, so now also lost at sea. If that didnõt make matters worse he had invested his 

entire life savings (about £2,900) into designing and creating the hydro pod. 

Do you think it was worth it?  

It is worth risking your life for charity?  

Was Baluchi being selfish and silly risking his life on a stunt like this?
