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Saint of  the weekñ  

Solemnity of  Sts. Peter and Paul 
 

Peter (d. 64?). St. Mark ends the first half of his Gospel with a triumphant 
climax. He has recorded doubt, misunderstanding and the opposition of 
many to Jesus. Now Peter makes his great confession of faith: "You are the 
Messiah" (Mark 8:29b). It was one of the many glorious moments in Peter's 
life, beginning with the day he was called from his nets along the Sea of  
Galilee to become a fisher of men for Jesus.  

The New Testament clearly shows Peter as the leader of the apostles, chosen 
by Jesus to have a special relationship with him. With James and John he was  

privileged to witness the Transfiguration, the raising of a dead child to life and the agony in Gethsemane. 
His mother-in-law was cured by Jesus. He was sent with John to prepare for the last Passover before Jesus' 
death. His name is first on every list of apostles.  

During his Angelus address for the feast of Saints Peter and Paul, Pope Francis asked for prayers ahead of 
next week's papal visit to Ecuador, Bolivia and Paraguay. 
 
òI ask all of you to join me in prayer, in order that the Lord may bless my journey to the continent of Latin 
America so dear to me, as you can well imagine.ó 
 
òTo the beloved populations of Ecuador, Bolivia, and Paraguay, I express my joy at finding myself in their  
homeland, and I ask you, in a special way, to pray for me during this journey, that the Virgin Mary might 
grant me the grace to accompany all of us with her maternal protection.ó 
 
The pontiff was speaking from the apostolic palace shortly after Mass on Monday in St. Peter's Basilica for 
the feast of Saints Peter and Paul. 
 
The Pope's journey to the three South American nations, which will last from July 5-13, was confirmed this 
past April.
