A covering letter should explain who you are and why you are interested in work  
experience at that particular company. If you're not sure of the tone of the letter, ask friends or a 
teacher to read it to see if it paints a good picture of you. 

A Curriculum Vitae helps employers decide whether you're suitable based on previous 
past jobs, qualifications and skills, like good communication, literacy, knowledge of ICT and  
flexibility. 

Push your skills. Examples are strong communication skills, literacy, ICT skills, working to 

deadlines, fitting in with new teams quickly. Again, ask friends, family or a teacher for help if 
youôre not sure.
